Monkton Bluefriars Small Boats Head Race 2010  -  Circulation on the water

The movement of boats on the water during marshalling is not straightforward, for several reasons:

· The River is quite narrow

· the River is open to other traffic

· some boats are launching from Minerva Rowing Club, near the start. They return to Minerva after racing

· some boats are rowing a short course over the last 1100 m of the full course

· There is a large number of entries, so there will be a total of three races over the long course and two over the short course.

Try to launch in the correct order. If you do not do so, get into the right order as soon as possible on the water.

Once in the right order, DO NOT OVERTAKE ON THE WAY TO THE START.

Do not turn at the start until ordered by the Marshal.

Racing may be delayed because of other River traffic .

Racing cannot start until the River is clear.
